RE: 2008 National Electrical Code License Requirement for Pool Wiring Personnel
and Pool Bonding Personnel

Dear Pool Contractors:

The 2008 National Electrical Code as adopted bydtaCounty requires all electrical
wiring and pool bonding be inspected by the lotatteical inspection authority (MDIA).
In many cases pool bonding and pool wiring has beempleted by unlicensed
contractors antlas not been inspected. All of the 2008 National Electrical Code will be
enforced effective September 1, 2010. A limitedcleian’s license (or higher) and
electrical inspections will be required for poolnging and pool service wiring done in
Talbot County. In order to apply for electricakpections, you need a Talbot County
Limited (or higher) electrical license.

To obtain a limited license you may be able topemiate license from another county in
Maryland. If you do not have a license in anotbeunty, you will be required to have
two (2) or more years experience in the field &t fer the Limited Electrical License.

The next test date is July 15, 2010 and the aggitanust be received by the Board by
June 15, 2010 to be approved to take the Limitext. TAttached is an application for the
Limited Test and/or reciprocity. This is a operokdest on Section 680 of the 2008
National Electrical Code.

8§ 56-10 Exceptions.

The following exceptions to 86-9 of this chapter are permissible:

A.

Electric light and power companies, railway companitelephone companies, telegraph
companies, or cable television companies, or persamployed or contracted to perform



the electrical work of any such companies, whern suark is part of the plant or services
of such company in rendering its authorized seriodde public.

B.

Employees engaged in maintenance and repair dfielequipment on the premises of
their employer.

C.

Any person doing electrical work in a single-famdyelling used exclusively for living
purposes, provided that person is a bona fide oandroccupant of such dwelling for a
period of six months immediately following comptatiof the work, and said owner and
ccupant personally purchases and installs all eqgeiipe and materials in connection with
the installation therewith, except that such waknot relieved of the inspections and
approvals as required undeb& 16, of this chapter.

D.

Employees of persons licensed to perform electriwakk as master electrician,
electrician general, or electrician limited, whengaged in the performance of their
duties under the supervision of their employer.

E.

Employees or contractors engaged in the constnycticonstruction, maintenance, or
repair of any state or federal installations.

Anyone engaged in the installation of insertioru@pin) devices or appliances which are
designed for such insertion devices.
