Market,” (the “Property”), has requested the Coumltextend sewer service from the Region Il
Wastewater Treatment Plant (the “Plant”) to theprty; and,

WHEREAS, the Talbot County Health Department, Office ofvEonmental Health, has
conducted an investigation of the Property to deitee the current condition of the existing on-
site septic system; and,

WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works has processedwrers’ request to extend sewer
service to the Property in accordance with ChapteAmendment Procedures, of the Talbot
County Comprehensive Water and Sewerage Plan (Blan™ and the sewer service
designations of the St. Michaels Wastewater Systachthe Region | (Unionville, Tunis Mill
and Copperville) Wastewater Systeamd,

WHEREAS, on November 13, 1993, the County Council adopteesolution concerning

access to the low-pressure collection system fronohyille, Tunis Mills, and Copperville to the
Plant, which remains in effect and is applicabléhie application.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the County Council of Talbot @ty Maryland as
follows:

extension and allocation of capacity to the Prgpehall be restricted to serve only the
Property as defined by existing boundatiesn any event, the sewer service shall be
limited only to existing structures as currently sized, and onlistexg uses on the
Property as of the date of adoption of this Resmhitnamely a gas station, deli, and
convenience store. The sewer extension and altycathall not be used to enlarge,
expand, or intensify these existing structures sesuwithout an amendment of this
Resolution duly approved by the County Council. option of this Resolution shall not
excuse, modify, or supersede requirements for suaad ongoing compliance with all
applicable federal, State, and local statuteshardies, or regulations, including issuance
of all required permits and approvals for connettbthe Property to the Plant.

6.5. This Resolution shall make no sewer service aviail&d any area beyond the existing

boundaries of the Property. No other property,dotparcel, including any reconfiguration
or recombination of the Property, shall be entittedservice or capacity under this
Resolution. Notwithstanding this limitation, existing lots gnee combined or existing lot
lines may be revised as set forth in Paragraph fake the Property contiguous to the
force main, but service shall not be availablerig additional area added to the Property
by reason of such combination or lot line revision.

76. The Property Owner shall be solely responsible dod shall pay for all design,

engineering, construction, and maintenance, andireposts of the line and any
appurtenant equipment required to connect intdCibignty-owned force main. The design
shall be subject to review and approval by the @p&mgineer, shall be consistent with
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reasonableemmercialdesignstandards for similarstatatienprojects and shall include
a duplex pumping operation and other features, compts, and materials as the County
Engineer or his designee may reasonably require.

8.7. The Property Owner shall be solely responsible dod shall pay all remediation,
mitigation, damages, or other costs, charges, foregenalties required to address any
environmental damage or harm resulting from thenection, installation, or future use of
infrastructure authorized by this Resolution.

9.8. The Property Owner shall construct and continuouslgintain in good operating
condition an in-ground grease trap that shall benged out at least once every three
months, at a minimum, or more often as necessarprévent inflow, deposit, or
accumulation of grease into the Plant’s collecggstem.

109. The Property Owner shall pay a connection fee offiy Seven Thousand
Dollars ($27,000) to the Talbot County Sanitary tbi$ (the “District”), before
commencing construction to connect the ProperttheoPlant. The connection shall be
subject to periodic charges, tariffs, and poli@assmay be adopted from time to time by
the County or the District.

1310. The terms and conditions set forth in this Resofushall run with and bind the
Property, the Property Owners, their heirs, persoepresentatives, successors, and
assigns. These terms and conditions shall be incatgd into an appropriate agreement or
declaration of restrictive covenants, in form arahtent acceptable to the County, to
include provisions for enforcement and remediesnudefault for the benefit of the
County, to be executed by the Property Owners andrded among the land records of
Talbot County within sixty (60) days from the dafehe approval of this Resolution.
