¢ Acids, cleaners, and solvents ¢ Fluorescent tubes and lamps (limit 15)

e Chemicals (pool, darkroom, etc.) e Mercury thermometers and intact mercury
o Pesticides, insecticides, and herbicides thermostats

Acceptable Electronics:
e Computers and peripherals (keyboards, laptops,
monitors, mice, printers, cables, modems, etc.)
e TVs, remotes, VCR, CD, and DVD players (limit 4 TV’s)
¢ CB radios, fax machines, answering machines and copiers

Latex Paint:
Usable latex paint will be accepted for recycling. Do not bring unusable latex paint to the event. Instead, solidify
the paint with an absorbent such as kitty litter, dirt, or muich and dispose of the paint in regular trash.

Items NOT Accepted at this event are:

¢ Household trash ¢ Business, industrial, and commercial farm
o Explosives and ammunition wastes

¢ Medical and radioactive wastes ¢ Appliances

e Compressed gas cylinders other than s Power tools and power tool batteries
propane cylinders listed above * Tires

* Asbestos ¢ Household batteries

* Smoke detectors ¢ Road/marine flares

e Liquid containers over 5-gallons

Please note: We are not able to accept household waste over 20 gallons with a maximum of 250
pounds per household.
